The Twenties:  

In 1922 the club hired 

and paid a Public Health 

Nurse to assist parents 

and children in the town. 

In 1923, the members 

canvassed the town and 

petitioned the town 

council to assume this 

cost. The medical profes-

sion aided the club by  

holding free medical and 

dental clinics. The club 

assumed the costs of 

treatment  for those in 

need, and made dona-

tions to the London War 

Memorial Childrenõs 

Hospital.  

Through the clubõs ef-

forts the town purchased 

a King Street entrance to 

Memorial Park, increased 

the number of play-

grounds and baseball dia-

monds, land improve-

ment to streets, curbs 

and the installation of a 

sewer system. Members 

actively engaged in beau-

tifying the town with 

flowerbeds and park 

cleanups. From this, the 

formation of the Horti-

cultural Society came 

to be in 1929. 

The Agricultural Com-

mittee, chaired by Sam 

Shelton, worked closely 

with the local Fair Board 

and were able o obtain 

donations to enhance the 

fair activities. Dinners 

were held when promi-

nent farmers and local 

and rural officials became 

Kiwanis guests; concerns 

of mutual interest were 

expressed. 

Members saw the need 

to promote the industrial 

section of Ingersoll. They 

held Industrial Fairs at 

which products of local 

industries were exhibited 

not only in Ingersoll but 

also at other fairs 

throughout Ontario. 

They organized and con-

ducted Booster Sales in 

the town and actively 

encouraged citizens to 

Buy In Ingersoll. They 

prepared a list of proper-

ties available for industry 

and facilities offered, and 

actively promoted new 

and prospective indus-

tries. As a direct result 

two furniture companies 

of Jones and Cole lo-

cated here and operated 

for many years in Inger-

soll. 

1928 Saw the formation 

of a committee to assist 

boys in trouble with the 

law. Members acted as 

guides and counselors to 

boys rather than have 

them sent to the Mimico 

Training School. This was 

a service which received 

little public notice as be-

fits such matters of confi-

dential nature. Donations 

were made to Bowman-

ville Boysõ Farm and 

Georgetown Boysõ Farm. 

They were set up by the 

Ontario and Quebec 

District of Kiwanis.
